Their 
exceptional ability to bond allows PowerFoam and Trig-
gerFoam to be applied to various building elements in-
cluding the surfaces of concrete, brick, block, wood, steel, 
aluminum and other miscellaneous metals.  PowerFoam 
and TriggerFoam are safe to use, containing no CFC’s, 
no PCB’s and no Urea Formaldehyde.  As they are being 
dispensed, PowerFoam and TriggerFoam have a neutral 
odor.  Cured foam is physiologically harmless.  Foam 
products are offered in standard yellow and UV-resistant 
black.

TYPICAL USES/APPLICATION TIPS 
• Insulate around window frames, sills, door frames, joints  

between, electrical junction boxes, attics, refrigeration 
units and pipes, HVAC duct and between floor sections 
or wall sections 

• Fills breaches in walls, pipe penetrations in non-fire rated 
partitions, voids between concrete forms and under-
ground utility ductwork 

• Blocks drafts, stops leaks, saves energy, dampens 
sound, seals access points for bugs and rodents, con-
fines radon and asbestos fibers 

• After fully cured, PowerFoam and TriggerFoam can be 
sanded, scraped, trimmed, plastered, painted or stained 

• Exposure to direct sunlight will cause dispensed product 
to discolor 

• Although PowerFoam and TriggerFoam are fire retar-
dants, they are not “firestop” products.  Firestop products 
carry separate UL listings indicating 1,2, or 3 hour ratings 
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
